WORLD  PEACE FELLOW SCHOLARSHIP
Rotary International chooses seventy scholars world 
wide bi-annually for World Peace Fellow Scholarship. 
Our International committee is seeking applicant’s 
interest from Post Graduates.  The Scholarship at 
Masters Level is $30,000.00 US p.a. for two academic 
years 2008 – 2010.  Eight campuses internationally 
participate, Argentina, France, Japan, UK, Australia 
and US (3). The applicant must be proficient in the 
language of instruction at the university chosen.  If they 
apply to study at universities where their native 
language is spoken, they must also be proficient in a 
second language therefore fluency in the chosen 
country or more languages is essential The scholar will 
study conflict causes and resolution, mediation, 
international relations, marketing, peace and goodwill.
Applicants will demonstrate a commitment to peace 
and understanding through community service 
activities and/or academic and professional 
achievements for example; individuals active in 
journalism, civil service, diplomacy, mediation or 
military would be strong candidates to be considered. 
A married spouse is permitted to accompany the 
scholar at their own cost.  Rotarians or direct relatives 
are not eligible.
Applications close July 2007.

Christina Rew is a student at Howick College. 
Four years ago Christina’s mother passed away 
after battling breast cancer.  At age twelve 
Christina began to take on the ‘mothering’ role in 
her family, actively raising and caring for her 
three younger brothers.  Four weeks ago 
Christina’s father died suddenly, in tragic 
circumstances.
Since her fathers death there has been a lot of 
discussion and planning around the children’s 
options.  A one-year plan has just been 
proposed. Jenny and Paul Manson (family 
friends from the Eastview Baptist Church) have 
agreed to the following plan.  They have a 
property with two houses on it.  The Rew children 
would live in one house, while the Mansons live 
in the other house.  This would enable the 
children to live together (on weekends and 
school holidays as the boys are boarding at 
Dilworth), and have their own independence 
while there is support at hand if they need it. 
Their appointed guardian (identified in the will) 
who lives in America is flying out next week and 
it is expected that this plan will be put into place 
within about 10 days.
The younger siblings are being well provided for 
by Dilworth.  Due to Christina being sixteen she 
is currently in the process of applying for the 
‘Independent Youth Benefit’.  This application 
can be a lengthy process, requiring multiple 
interviews and psychiatric assessments. This will 
help her to pay board, and cover some costs of 
her basic essential requirements.  As Christina 
took on the parenting role of her younger siblings 
when her mother passed, she has continuously 
gone without, as there has always been financial 
difficulties.

The children’s extended family primarily live 
overseas and the family that is in New Zealand 
is not in a position to be able to offer any practical 
or ongoing support.
Christina is currently in desperate need of some 
basic essentials such as clothing, and support 
for living costs. Howick Rotary have already 
agreed to meet the cost of urgently required 
essential clothing.  
Furthermore Christina is a keen student and has 
expressed concern for her education, she has 
not missed any school despite her 
circumstances, however she acknowledges that 
she may require tutoring to help her get through 
this years academic requirements.  Education in 
New Zealand is expensive, Christina is a very 
capable and well deserving student who would 
greatly appreciate any support that could be 
offered for her current and future study 
opportunities.
In addition to her urgent clothing requirements 
Christina and her brothers will, if the above plan 
for their living arrangements are agreed to, need 
all the following in a couple of weeks time:

Furthermore Christina has said that she does 
need some tutoring with Maths and English, so if 
you anyone is able and willing to tutor her that 
would be fabulous!
